Common Grant Application Released: 

Free Information Sessions Announced

DENVER, COLO. (April 1, 2008) – A committee of Colorado funders and nonprofits today announced the release of a new revision to Colorado’s Common Grant Application (CGA). The CGA saves nonprofits the time and effort of creating different applications for multiple funders, while allowing grantmakers and grantseekers to work from a common set of questions that reinforces solid nonprofit practices.  Free information sessions describing the revised CGA will be offered throughout Colorado beginning in April.

Numerous experts in the nonprofit and foundation communities joined together in an extensive process to revise the CGA, originally created 15 years ago. The new document is based on best practices in the nonprofit sector including more emphasis on governance, planning, evaluation and inclusiveness – dovetailing with the Colorado Nonprofit Association’s newly-published Principles and Practices for Nonprofit Excellence.

The revised CGA brings with it two main enhancements – a dedicated Web site (www.coloradocommongrantforms.org) and a User’s Guide. The User’s Guide adds clarity to the application process and is especially valuable for inexperienced grant writers. 
The revised CGA has also been endorsed by Colorado’s Secretary of State, Mike Coffman, and the State Attorney General, John Suthers, as important to supporting and encouraging the effective operation of Colorado’s nonprofits.  Eighteen of Colorado’s key funders have already agreed to accept the revision, with more joining the group each week.
