WHAT:
The annual Equal Pay Day Rally and Press Conference. Tuesday, April 22 symbolizes how far into the year a woman must work, on average, to earn as much as a man earned the previous year. Tuesday is the day on which women's wages catch up to men's wages from the previous week. Join us at the State Capitol Building on Equal Pay Day and wear RED to show that pay for women and people of color is still “in the red” – and we’re going to do something about it!

WHERE:
The west steps of the Capitol Building on Lincoln Street between East 14th Avenue and East Colfax Avenue in Denver.

WHY: 
After more than 40 years of equal opportunity laws, the salaries of Colorado women still lag about 21 percent behind men. For women of color, the pay gap is even worse.

Equal Pay Day was started by the National Committee on Pay Equity in 1996 as a public awareness event to illustrate the gap between men's and women's wages. On Equal Pay Day 2008, Colorado activists and legislators will speak out about the pay gap problem, diverse strategies to solve the problem, and actions underway now and planned for the future to close the pay gap.
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
