The briefing will discuss the following initiatives: 

· Restoration of the 10 percent State Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC): This proven strategy to mitigating the cliff effect has an added bonus of boosting the state economy.

· Restructuring the Colorado Benefits Management System (CBMS): Problems with the computer system prevent thousands of current recipients and applicants from accessing Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), childcare and food stamps.
· Pay Equity: The Pay Equity Commission is currently writing its recommendations for the Governor. Learn about the work being done on the state Wage Transparency Act to protect employees who share salary information with their co-workers. The lack of information, or transparency, about wages and salaries is a key obstacle to proving and correcting pay discrimination.  
· Family Friendly Workplace Policies: Employers providing women time off to balance work and family issues can significantly increase productivity and stave off job loss and subsequent barriers to economic self-sufficiency. 
The briefing will feature Gretchen Gagel McComb, president and CEO of The WFCO, Linda Meric, national director of 9to5 National Association of Working Women, Chaer Robert, director of the Denver Women’s Commission and Tracey Stewart, self-sufficiency project coordinator of the Colorado Fiscal Policy Institute, a project of the Colorado Center on Law and Policy.
